	GENERAL DATA PROTECTION REGULATIONS (GDPR)


The UK’s existing data protection law, the Data Protection Act, is being replaced on 25th May 2018 by the EU’s General Data Protection Regulations.  The Club has reviewed these Regulations and taken advice from the Information Commissioner’s Office.  We have been advised to set out our data protection approach to members and recommended to obtain from each member a written Consent to allow us to continue to hold personal data on each member.

The Club maintains two separate files with members’ personal data as follows:

	1.
	An Excel spreadsheet maintained by the Hon. Secretary for the management of membership; this includes name, address, membership number, telephone and e-mail (the last two where provided) plus an indicator identifying members with preserved vehicles, family members and trustees.  This spreadsheet is maintained currently and is provided to the remainder of the Committee.  

	2.  
	A Word file maintained by the Hon. Editor and the Distribution Officer that has the information printed on the labels used to distribute Post Horn, our magazine and news sheets by post or e-mail.  


The Club has reviewed the GDPR and believes that its processing of personal data is covered by “legitimate interests” in the GDPR.  It believes that it could not function properly nor distribute the magazine every quarter and the news sheet each month without holding the two files detailed above.  The Data Controller for these Regulations is the Hon. Secretary.  The purpose of processing and the lawful basis for the processing is as detailed above.  Neither file is released to any other member, or to any outside person or organisation.  Any request for individual member’s personal details is normally referred to the member direct to allow him or her to contact the requester direct.  

The membership information is retained throughout the membership period of each member.  In addition, outline details are retained of former members so that these can be readily identified if they decide to re-join the Club in the future as members.  New members’ details are published in the quarterly magazine, Post Horn, unless any new member requests their information not to be published.  This is drawn to new members’ attention in the New Member Handbook issued to each new member.  

Members have a right to withdraw consent at any time to their personal data being maintained as detailed above, but need to be aware that it would then not be possible to distribute their monthly magazine or news sheet to them.  Complaints on the use of personal data not able to be resolved by the Club’s Data Controller may be referred to the UK Information Commissioner.
